When print results are dirty, check for dirt
stuck to the print head and clean it, if necessary. Clean it at least once a month.

When cutting the media, slide the blade of a commercially available cutter along this groove to cut.

© Media edge plates

Although the lift is equipped with casters so that it can be moved easily with media placed on it, do not use it
for transporting media or any other purpose, as the casters may be damaged.

The position shown in the illustration is the storage area. When the media roll lift is placed there, it is secured in
place by magnets on the legs. When not in use, lower the lift and place it in the position shown in the illustra-
tion.

@ Casters

There are two casters on each leg. Once installation is complete, the casters should be kept locked while the
printer is in use.

® Levelers

There are two levelers on each leg. When installing on a carpeted floor or a sloping floor, check level gauge of
the printer and adjust these to keep the printer stable. If you perform horizontal adjustment during installation,
make sure you raise the levelers above the casters before moving the printer.

@ Pre-heater

Pre-heat the media before printing to avoid sudden temperature changes in the printing area.

® Media cleaner

Wipes off any lint or dust on the media when the media is being fed. If a message appears on the control panel's
screen, use the supplied media cleaner brush for cleaning.

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@ Status display area

Displays the printer's status and warning messages. Only the most recent notifications are shown in this area.
You can check all warning notifications by pressing il

When a print job is received, the displayed content changes as shown below. The following provides an explan-
ation of each display.

(1) Displays a thumbnail of the image being printed and the file name. A thumbnail image may not be shown,
depending on the type of RIP being used.

(2 Displays a progress bar showing the printing or preparation progress.

This normally displays the progress until printing is complete. Depending on the settings, progress from
print preparation to the start of printing, and from the start of printing to completion, may be displayed
separately.

By pressing the display area while printing, you can change the settings for the content displayed in (2) and

®.

(3 Displays the Printed Length for the media, Remaining Print Length for the media, Time until media re-
placement, or the Pass Mode.

Time until media replacement displays the estimated time.

(@) Displays the estimated time until printing or preparation is complete.

® This is the Pause (Suspend) button.

Press this button and select whether to stop printing immediately (Immediate pause) or stop after printing
the current page (or job if it is a single page) (Pause between pages). Pressing Resume on the screen during
a pause resumes printing. However, if you select Immediate pause, printing may become disrupted when
printing restarts.

Appears as the Start button while warming up, until the heater reaches the set temperature. Pressing this
button starts printing, even if the heater temperature is low.

© Mediainfo

Displays the name and number of the currently selected registered media, as well as the width of the currently
loaded media. When Remaining Amount Management is set to On, the remaining amount of the loaded
media is also displayed. Pressing this area displays the Media Settings from the settings menu where you can
change to a different registered media number or change the settings for the media number that is currently
selected.

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O status of consumables

Displays the approximate amount remaining and the status of consumables such as the ink supply unit. By
pressing this area, you can check a more detailed estimate of the amount remaining and the part number for
each consumable.

The following provides an explanation of each display.

Ink supply unit status

Indicates the approximate amount of ink remaining. The bar goes lower as the remaining ink runs low.
The letters are abbreviations of the colors. The relation of the abbreviations and the ink colors is shown
below.

© Environmental temperature, humidity, and time

Displays the current temperature, humidity, and time. You may not be able to print correctly unless you use
the printer under the appropriate environmental conditions.

O Heater temperature

Displays the set heater temperature. The icon below the number and the background color change, as shown
below, depending on the temperature of the heater.

Press this area to display the settings screen where you can change the values.

© Preheat Start/Stop

Press
Preheat Start to start pre-heating the heater. Pre-heating allows you to start printing quickly once a job has
been sent. You can start/stop pre-heating for the heater each time you press this area.

Additionally, the heater turns off after the time set in Sleep Timer in the settings menu has elapsed. Heating
starts when a print job is sent, but you can still press Preheat Start if necessary. Also, if Heater is set to Off in
the settings menu, pressing Preheat Start does nothing and pre-heating does not start.

O Platen Gap

Displays the Platen Gap settings for the current media information (€). Press this area to display the settings
screen where you can change the values.

Note, however, that the desired results may not be
achieved if the temperature and humidity are
within the limits for the printer but not within
those for the media. Be sure the operating
conditions suit the media. For more information,
see the documentation supplied with the media.
Also, when operating in dry areas, air conditioned
environment, or under direct sunlight, maintain
the appropriate humidity.

Make sure the work space is kept clean. If dust or
lint enter into the printer, it could damage the
printer, clog the print head nozzles, or cause the
quality of media feeding to decline.

Avoid using the printer in locations with heat
sources or that are exposed to direct draughts
from ventilators or air conditioners. The print
head nozzles could dry out and clog.

The print head may not be capped (the print head
may not return to the right side) if the printer is
turned off when media is jammed or an error has
occurred. Capping is a function for automatically
covering the print head with a cap (lid) to prevent
the print head from drying out. In this case, turn
on the power and wait a while until capping is
performed automatically.

When the power is on, do not remove the power
cables or cut the power at the breaker. Otherwise,
the print head may not be capped properly. In this
case, turn on the power and wait a while until
capping is performed automatically.
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Do not bend or tug the waste ink tube. Ink could
spill inside or around the printer.

Maintenance such as cleaning and replacement
must be performed according to usage frequency
or at recommended intervals. Failure to perform
regular maintenance could result in loss of print
quality. In the absence of the appropriate
maintenance, continued use could damage the
print head.

If
sufficient care is not taken when removing or
touching the inside of the printer, malfunctions
could occur due to static electricity or poor
connection to the bulk ink solution.

If it is not stored correctly, you may
not be able to print properly the next time it is used.

Performing head
cleaning helps prevent print head clogging and
maintains print quality. Do not turn the printer
off until head cleaning is complete.

Leaving the printer for too long without turning it
on may result in a malfunction.
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[d If you have not used the printer for a long time,
check the print head for clogging before you start
printing. Perform Head Cleaning if the print head
is clogged.

The pressure rollers may crease media left in the
printer. The media may also become wavy or
curled, causing jams or resulting in the media
coming into contact with the print head. Remove
the media before putting the printer in storage.

Store the printer after confirming that the print
head has been capped (the print head is
positioned at the far right). If the print head is left
uncapped for a long time, the print quality may
decline.

[ The expiry date shown on the ink supply unit

[d  One year from the date the ink supply unit
was installed in the bulk ink solution

If you move the ink supply units from a cold place
to a warm place, leave them at room temperature
for more than four hours before using them.

Do not touch the IC chip on the ink supply unit.
You may not be able to print properly.

Do not leave the bulk ink solution with any ink
supply units removed. The ink in the printer will
dry out and the printer will not function as
expected. Leave ink supply units installed even
when the printer is not in use.

Because the IC chip manages the information for
the ink supply unit, such as the remaining ink
level, you can still reinsert and use them if you
removed them before the replacement message
appears.

When storing an ink supply unit that has been
removed during use, use the cleaning stick from
the included maintenance kit in advance to absorb
any ink adhering to the ink supply port. If the ink
in the supply port dries out, it may cause ink
leakage when you reinstall the ink supply unit and
use it again.

When turning the handle to push in part A, as shown
in the illustration, do not turn the handle any further
once part A is hidden. Failure to observe this
precaution could damage the media holder.

Do not use the media edge plates with media that
is 0.5 mm (0.02 in.) or more thick. The media
edge plates could touch and damage the print
head.
